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PCTVI\/IAKES A SWITH!
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You may have heard about this: in February
of 2009, by law, analog television signals wil
cease to be transmitted by broadcasters. The
TV stations are starting to publicize this fact
quite often in TV ads. The older analog sig-
nals, which have been coming into our homes
for more than 60 years, will be replaced by dig-
ital ones.

Now PCTV is not a broadcaster, and chances
are, if you receive PCTV at home, you wont
have to worry about your TV going to static
next February. That's because a cable com-
pany provides your TV service, and they will
continue, at least for a while, to provide your
older TVs with analog signals. That should
give you some time to prepare and perhaps
upgrade your home television equipment in
the near future.

I mention all that because here at PCTV, we
are continuing a process of converting our
own production equipment from older, analog
and "standard definition" units, to newer, digital
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and "high definiion” ("HD") equipment. This
process really started in 2000, when we pur-
chased our first digital cameras and tape
decks, and began nonHinear editing instead of

using videotape.
Our goal is to completely convert all of our
equipment in ten years, so that everything we
shoot, capture, edit, cablecast and archive, will
be in high definition. We break that goal into
several chunks: acquisition (recording stuff off-
site with cameras); editing; studio production;
mobile production (the truck); master
controlransmission; and finally, archiving.
Each one of those areas will need attention as
we work toward our goal.
In 2005, we began replacing our aging elec-
tronic field production (EFP) gear (a fancy
name for camcorders and related equipment),
with newer HDV models. Around the same
time, we upgraded our editing faciliies with
Apple's Final Cut Studio, which is capable of
editing HD footage. And now, the largest
piece of the puzzle to date-a new video
switcher for the studio.
q%\g switcher is usually the largest, and most
expensive, piece of equipment a television
facility will install. They are nomally pur-
chased to last longer than other items.

We expect this unit will be useful to us for at
least 8-10 years.

After careful research on many different mod-
els, and in consultation with our equipment
committee and board of directors, we chose a
Ross Video Synergy 2MD for the installation.
It is a very capable unit, and should provide
useful features for every level of production
here at PCTV, from the simplest talk shows to
more intricate productions like our election
night coverage.

The Ross switcher is capable of being used in
standard or high definition, what they call
"multi-def." That means welll be able to use it
now for producing programming with all of our
current cameras and recording equipment; but
when we upgrade all that stuff in the coming
years, this unit can switch over to HD with a
click of a button. Voila!

If you haven't had a chance to come to the
studio to check out the new unit, | encourage
you to stop down and have a look for yoursef.

We'd be happy to run you through all the fea-
tures of the switcher, which just might give you
some ideas on how to best use it for your own
productions!

Pittsfield Community Television is more than twenty years old! | think we must reflect on
this milestone of PCTV's history. As an original board member in 1986, | participated in
PCTV's creation, and in this past year, | have provided input in a negotiation to renew
the agreement between Time Warner and the City of Pittsfield. | have seen this organi-
zation grow from those 25 original members governing one channel with no program-
ming to 281 members and seven staff members who produce the more than 16,000
yearly hours of programming on our three channels, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week!
Our original mission was to simply provide access to the community and some training
to accomplish television programs. We have come so far since then with programming,
technology and service to the community. We are so woven into the fabric of the com-
munity that we are seamlessly providing vital links of information to the public on a daily
basis. All of this is certainly worth high praise. This is a long way from 25 people meet-
ing in a small room in 1986. We have gone from analog everything to digital every-
thing; devices that had "tubes" to "chips;" from video tape to digital computer hard
drives; to internet streamcasts and iPod podcasts. It is certainly a leap from the
advanced digital device | once had (a new LCD wristwatch) to the large flat screen HD
television | watch today. We had a couple of SVHS videotape recording decks, and one
small multi-camera setup that could go portable. Now we have a stand-alone produc-
tion truck; two installed robotic sites with full control rooms; the ability to playback on
computer hard drive systems and the ability to access our system via the Internet.
Some recordings do not even "go" to videotape, but are encoded on a portable hard
drive smaller than the size of a 1970's transistor radio. This is indeed a time of dreams
and visions, and I'm sure it will be a great road yet to follow.

FOCUS ON INDEPENDENT LIVING

AdLib’'s Community Access TV show
Focus on Independent Living is celebrating twen-
ty-two years of providing information important to
the disability community. The show, which
debuted in 1986, serves as a voice for the
Berkshire's Independent Living Center and the
independent living movement

In the early days of Focus on
Independent Living, the show was used to intro-
duce the community to the new and exciting serv-
ices for people with disabilities being offered at
AdLib. AdLib was in its infancy and these early
shows featured guests who spoke about the inde-
pendent living movement, peer counseling servic-
es and deaf and hard of hearing services.

With the on-going sup-
port of Pittsfield Community Television, the show
will continue to provide a forum for people with
disabilities to voice concerns, introduce new ini-
tiatives, and celebrate major triumphs.

March 1 marked my three-year anniversary
as Administrative Assistant at PCTV. In that time, |
have also embarked full force on my favorite hobby of
stage acting. Both fields, at first glance, seem to offer
the same framework for a remarkably similar final
product. However, on closer inspection, surprising dif-
ferences emerge. Most people, as television viewers
and theater audience members, see only that final
product involved in any type of performance. While
watching a movie one typically doesn't question the
multiple camera angles, scene changes, and editing
process that goes into achieving a stage-like produc-
tion. I'm sure many people don't even give a thought
that while watching something as simple as a two-per-
son conversation on screen, you are actually watching
numerous takes for each different viewpoint seen. It

creates an illusion of continuity of events as they play
out on screen, whereas in live theater you are obvi-
ously seeing one linear, smooth timeline unfolding
right in front of you. Pittsfield Community Television
produces a combined total of more than 16,000 hours
of local cable access programming each year on its
three cable access stations. And behind those hours
are a staff of coordinators and technicians along with
more than 200 members, all dedicated to that com-
plete process of recording takes and post-production
editing, providing not only the residents of Pittsfield,
Richmond and Dalton but also worldwide Internet
users with a variety of programs. Even more amazing
is the compression of time that goes into completing a
program. A large-scale production such as the annual
Pittsfield Fourth of July Parade, for example, is

achieved with multiple cameras, instantaneous editing
and a mere few hours of setup and breakdown time.
As a live production, the parade itself requires a full
year of coordination, and as mentioned earlier, any
stage production of such a grand scale would take
months of nightly rehearsals and preparation.l value
the opportunity to immerse myself in both worlds and
sometimes feel like I'm in on a "secret." If you're an
active volunteer for PCTV or any outside theater
group, then you know exactly what I'm talking about.
If you're not actively enjoying your membership, aren't
you a little intrigued? Call our office or stop by any
time, utilize your privilege of studio, camera and edit-
ing equipment, and have the fun of watching your
name roll in programming credits. Don't just watch the
"world" go by on screen, help CREATE that world!
